The Service of Light

Celebrant:  Dear friends in Christ: On this most holy night, in which our Lord Jesus passed
over from death to life, the Church invites her members, dispersed throughout the world,
to gather in vigil and prayer. For this is the Passover of the Lord, in which, by hearing his
Word and celebrating his Sacraments, we share in his victory over death.

Let us pray.

O God, through your Son you have bestowed upon your people the brightness of your
light: Sanctify this new fire, and grant that in this Paschal feast we may so burn with
heavenly desires, that with pure minds we may attain to the festival of everlasting light;
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

All: Amen.

The Paschal Candle will be blessed and marked with the sign of the cross and with the year.
It is then lit from the newly kindled fire
The priest will bear the Candle into the chancel, with the congregation following.

The Procession into the Church

During the procession, the priest will pause three times to sing, and all will respond in song.

Priest: The Light of Christ.
People: Thanks be to God.

When the Paschal Candle has reached the sanctuary and the congregation is in place,
the Paschal Candle will be placed in its stand.
The candles held by the congregation will then be lit from the light of the Paschal Candle.
When all candles are lit, the Deacon will proclaim the Exsultet.
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Rejoice now, heavenly hosts and choirs of angels,
and let your trumpets shout Salvation
for the victory of our mighty King.

Rejoice and sing now, all the round earth,
bright with a glorious splendor,
for darkness has been vanquished by our eternal King.

Rejoice and be glad now, Mother Church,
and let your holy courts, in radiant light,
resound with the praises of your people.

All you who stand near this marvelous and holy flame,
pray with me to God the Almighty

for the grace to sing the worthy praise of this great light;
through Jesus Christ our Lord,

who lives and reigns with him,

in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Deacon: The Lord be with you.

People: And also with you.

Deacon: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.

People: It is right to give him thanks and praise.

Deacon: It is truly right and good, always and everywhere, with our whole heart and mind

and voice to praise you, the invisible, almighty, and eternal God, and your only-begotten
Son, Jesus Christ our Lord; for he is the true Paschal Lamb, who at the feast of the
Passover paid for us the debt of Adam's sin, and by his blood delivered your faithful
people.

This is the night, when you brought our fathers, the children of Israel, out of bondage in
Egypt, and led them through the Red Sea on dry land.

This is the night, when all who believe in Christ are delivered from the gloom of sin, and
are restored to grace and holiness of life.

This is the night, when Christ broke the bonds of death and hell, and rose victorious from
the grave.

How wonderful and beyond our knowing, O God, is your mercy and loving-kindness to
us, that to redeem a slave, you gave a Son.
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How holy is this night, when wickedness is put to flight, and sin is washed away. It
restores innocence to the fallen, and joy to those who mourn. It casts out pride and
hatred, and brings peace and concord.

How blessed is this night, when earth and heaven are joined and man is reconciled to
God.

Holy Father, accept our evening sacrifice, the offering of this candle in your honor. May it
shine continually to drive away all darkness. May Christ, the Morning Star who knows
no setting, find it ever burning--he who gives his light to all creation, and who lives and
reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

The Service of Lessons

Celebrant: Let us hear the record of God's saving deeds in history, how he saved his people in
ages past; and let us pray that our God will bring each of us to the fullness of
redemption.

The Celebrant will introduce the first reading.

OT Lector 1: A reading from the Book of Exodus Exodus 14:10 - 15:1

10 As Pharaoh drew closer, the Israelites looked back and saw the Egyptians marching
toward them. The Israelites were terrified and cried out to the LORD. 11 They said to Moses,
“Were not there enough graves in Egypt that you took us away to die in the desert? What
have you done to us by bringing us out of Egypt like this? 12 Did we not tell you the same
thing in Egypt? ‘Leave us alone! Let us work for the Egyptians!” It would have been better
for us to work for the Egyptians than to die in the desert.”

13 But Moses said to the people, “Do not be afraid. Stand your ground, and watch
the LORD rescue you today. The Egyptians you see today you will never ever see
again. 14 The LORD will fight for you. You just keep still.”

15 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Why do you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites to get
moving. 16 As for you, lift your shepherd’s rod, stretch out your hand over the sea, and split
it in two so that the Israelites can go into the sea on dry ground. 17 I will make the Egyptians
stubborn so that they will go in after them, and I will gain honor at the expense of Pharaoh,
all his army, his chariots, and his cavalry. 18 The Egyptians will know that I am the LORD,
when I gain honor at the expense of Pharaoh, his chariots, and his cavalry.”

19 God’s messenger, who had been in front of Israel’s camp, moved and went behind
them. The column of cloud moved from the front and took its place behind them. 20 It stood
between Egypt’s camp and Israel’s camp. The cloud remained there, and when darkness fell
it lit up the night. They did not come near each other all night.

21 Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea. The LORD pushed the sea back by a
strong east wind all night, turning the sea into dry land. The waters were split into
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two. 22 The Israelites walked into the sea on dry ground. The waters formed a wall for them
on their right hand and on their left. 2 The Egyptians chased them and went into the sea
after them, all of Pharaoh’s horses, chariots, and cavalry. 2 As morning approached,

the LORD looked down on the Egyptian camp from the column of lightning and cloud and
threw the Egyptian camp into a panic.?> The LORD jammed their chariot wheels so that they
wouldn’t turn easily. The Egyptians said, “Let us get away from the Israelites, because

the LORD is fighting for them against Egypt!”

26 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea so that the water
comes back and covers the Egyptians, their chariots, and their cavalry.” 27 So Moses stretched
out his hand over the sea. At daybreak, the sea returned to its normal depth. The Egyptians
were driving toward it, and the LORD tossed the Egyptians into the sea. 28 The waters
returned and covered the chariots and the cavalry, Pharaoh’s entire army that had followed
them into the sea. Not one of them remained. 2° The Israelites, however, walked on dry

ground through the sea. The waters formed a wall for them on their right hand and on their
left.

30 The LORD rescued Israel from the Egyptians that day. Israel saw the Egyptians dead
on the seashore. 3! Israel saw the amazing power of the LORD against the Egyptians. The
people were in awe of the LORD, and they believed in the LORD and in his servant Moses.

3Do you not know that all who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into
his death? ¢ Therefore, we were buried together with him through baptism into his death,
so that just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too
can walk in newness of life. 5 If we were united together in a death like his, we will also
be united together in a resurrection like his. ¢ This is what we know: the person that we
used to be was crucified with him in order to get rid of the corpse that had been
controlled by sin. That way we would not be slaves to sin anymore, 7 because a person
who has died has been freed from sin’s power. 8 But if we died with Christ, we have faith
that we will also live with him. ®We know that Christ has been raised from the dead and
he will never die again.
